Even writing about
hope when life gets like ‘it gets’ can cause our hearts to (almost)
stop, can cause us to pause!

Have you ever asked yourself - Where does my hope come from?
and - How and when do you offer hope to others? In the big times
and in the everyday, in-between times of life; the way we meet
and greet each other - truly notice and be with each other, at
Mass and afterwards; the ways we seek after hope where it can found...the stories of
tenderness or connectedness arising from mayhem; people reaching out to each
other...

This weekend, as we continue the journey to Easter, we reflect on where ‘we are’ - are
we people of hope?

And while we are seeking after even little signs of hope, know that we are not alone.
God goes with us and knows our inner most hearts, the ones hurting, the ones seeking
after hope, the ones suffering and the ones who are blessed by even a little bit of good
news or glimmers of humanity!

Don’t forget to re-read this week’s readings recalling that we aren’t alone, for as we
proclaim in the Gospel acclamation “the kingdom of heaven is close at hand”. God has
overcome even death. From Exodus, we learn again that God IS and goes with a
journeying people (then AND now). Oh! how we need to be reminded that God is with us
on the journey, stands with us, loves us. That can cause us to hope even just a bit
more. More than we did yesterday or even last week.

And...thinking of the God of hope, like the one who was transfigured on the mountain to
encourage - be ready just when you think hope is lost to be surprised by even the little
signs around you!. And be a sign around you.
Where does your hope come from? Have a hopeful week ‘

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Cardinal John Dew, Archbishop of Wellington, was among 22 Christian leaders that
issued a statement on the attack. The church leaders said they were “deeply
saddened” by the tragedy and they strongly condemned “these acts of racial hatred
and murder”.

“We feel very deeply for our fellow New Zealand faith community, which was so
cruelly attacked as worshippers peacefully gathered for prayer,” the leaders said.

“We extend our prayerful and heartfelt sympathy to the Muslim community here in
New Zealand, and around the world. The whole Christian church community in New
Zealand is praying for the Muslim community: praying for the healing of the wounded,
comfort for the bereaved, and for God’s peace upon all who have been traumatised.”

The church leaders called for “all New Zealanders to stand united, to have great love
and compassion, and to show unfailing respect and kindness for all people who live
in this society of Aotearoa New Zealand, regardless of ethnicity or religious
affiliation”.

“We believe there is absolutely no room for racial hatred in our land, and we are
determined that we must stand together as one people, united as human beings
created by God, and as fellow New Zealanders. May goodness overcome evil, and
peace and goodwill prevail.”

Jubilee Parish Master Plan Development: Jubilee Parish has an extensive property
portfolio consisting of churches, presbyteries, convents, houses and apartments. We
need a cohesive master plan which makes full use of these properties and strikes an
even balance between mission and maintenance. It is balancing the parish’s pastoral
and spiritual needs, its mission focus whilst ensuring that a commercial return is
generated to service the accompanying debt that we have.

The Parish has recently appointed a consultant to work with the Parish to develop this
Master Plan. It “seeks to provide a clear direction for the current and future uses over
the various sites for the short, medium and long term.” The main aim is to make
informed decisions about the best use of the properties as well as their possibilities.

A Master Plan Sub-Committee is going to be established to interface the Consultant
with a liaison representative for each of the communities that make up our parish.
These representatives will be joined by the Property Sub-Committee of the Finance
Council (Fr Gerry, Liam Murphy, Sue Mallen, Paul Cooper, Matt McDonnell and Steven
Campbell). Each person will provide the conduit for their wider local community. Each
representative will gather ideas from their local communities, and present them at
Consultation meeting . This would be a day meeting on a weekday.

A “blueprint” for the future development of the parish will then be provided to the
parish. The invitation/ call is for someone from each of the communities to
“volunteer” to be involved in this process. Interested planners please email me
